Candie Lambert, Doctor of Physical Therapy Student, University of Tennessee Chattanooga asks the question: Can a PTA perform dry needling in the State of NH.  After researching this topic the Board voted on a motion from Lea Bruch with a second by Martha Aguiar to send a letter to Ms. Lambert stating that the Board does not recognize that PTA’s have the skills to perform this invasive procedure at this time.  However, the Board will be re-addressing the topic as additional information is provided by Professional Associations.

Krystal Hart – Ms. Hart asked the question: Is it considered to be within the scope of licensure for a PT, DPT, NPT or MSPT to Rx DME (specifically electrotherapy, TENS and Mstim) and/or orthotics for home use without having an MD sign off on the orders?  The Board determined that it is within the scope of practice for a physical therapist to evaluate and treat a patient without a referral.  With that said, a physical therapist can recommend but not prescribe the use of the durable medical equipment. The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Robert Brunton to have their Administrator draft a letter for review at the next meeting.

Laura Selmer, PTA – Ms. Selmer asked the question: PTA/Myofascial release practitioners working independently, what are the rules?  The Board voted on a motion from Robert Brunton with a second by Lea Bruch to research this topic further.  The Board has directed their Administrator to put the question on the FSBPT list serve and obtain information from the Board of Massage Therapy with regards to their rules.
