QUALIFICATION AND LICENSURE

1.
PHYSICAL THERAPIST ASSISTANT APPLICATION FOR REINSTATEMENT

The Board reviewed the application for reinstatement of Valerie K. Pollock.  With a motion from Robert Brunton and second by Martha Aguiar the Board voted to send Ms. Pollock a letter requesting she provide evidence of having taken 24 contact hours of continuing competence within the previous two years.  This evidence must contain the number of hours attributed by the course provider and be detailed enough for the Board to determine if it is clinical or non-clinical in nature.

Rules:


a.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from Laurel Clute requesting that the Veterinary Medicine Board add the topic of Animal Physical Therapy rules to their next meeting’s agenda.


b.
The Board reviewed proposed rules changes and directed their administrator to make modifications to those proposed rules changes.  The document will be brought back to the Board at their March meeting for further review.
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Laws:  The following is informational.

a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.


b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.


c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.


d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  This has been sent to interim study.


e.
There will soon be a bill introduced in the House to consolidate the regulatory Boards in such a way that the Board’s will not have control over their personnel or budgets.

3.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from Ben Stang regarding the therapy industry and his disapproval of the way the whole industry is being run.  Mr. Stang is not licensed in NH.

4.
“ADA Testing Accommodations Standard May Be Changing” submitted by the Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy.  This is informational.
