The Board reviewed a question submitted by Suzanne Capizzano, PTA which asked "Can a PTA supervise a PT in a clinical practice as a coordinator?  At the same time treating patients assigned by at PT?  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Laurel Clute to respond to Ms. Capizzano's e-mail and state that the PTA can be the rehab manager and that the PTA can take patients from the PT she/he is managing.

The Board reviewed a question submitted by Andrea Sorlie, SPT of the American Physical Therapy Association.  She asked the question  "does the Board grant continuing competency credit for those licensees who have obtain their American Board of Physical Therapy Specialties (ABPTS) Specialist Certification?"  The Board voted with a motion from Laurel Clute and seconded by Greg Woodsum to respond to Ms. Sorlie's e-mail stating that they would accept continuing education earned from specialty certification under Phy 406.01(d)(2) "Non-academic courses, seminars, conferences and workshops, as further described in Phy 406.02".   With that said the Board recognizes the need to initiate a rule under continuing competence that would specifically address specialty certification.

Alyssa Marden, PTA asked a follow-up question to the question she submitted to the Board in January.  The question is "In addition to accessing a patient's home environment for safety, functional mobility is also accessed."  "We are unclear if because this is something that is accessed in a new environment if it is considered an evaluation and therefore requires a PT to perform."  The Board voted with a motion from Laurel Clute and seconded by Martha Aguiar to respond by stating that a physical therapist assistant can do this so long as they are gathering data and reporting the data to the physical therapist and the physical therapist is making the evaluation/recommendation.
13.
The Board discussed Phy 304.04(j) which describes the requirement for a criminal offender record report.  The Board noted that it states that a person must submit one from "each state where the applicant has resided or been licensed within the past 6 years".  This does not however cover those individuals who have resided out side the United States.  The Board will further review this rule at their March meeting.
