RULES

The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Martha Aguiar to accept the final proposal of administrative rules Phy 303.07, Phy 304.04, Phy 305.01, Phy 403.05, Phy 403.08, and Phy 500.  The Chair of the Board signed both of the incorporation by reference statements which will accompany final proposal Phy 500 to the Office of Administrative Rules.

David Sale provided the Board with a copy of the Council of Colleges of Acupuncture and Oriental Medicine's position paper on "Dry Needling".  The Board directed their Administrator to keep this on file.

The Board's Administrator provided the Board with a copy of the FSBPT request for "Topics for Resource Papers.

The Board reviewed the material provided by Affiliated Monitors, Inc. and directed their Administrator to keep the material on file.

Laurel Clute gave the Board an overview of the educational tracks she attended at the FSBPT national meeting held in October of 2010.  Laurie stated that there were many topics which could be of value to the Board.  One topic was a course presented by the representatives from the State of Virginia in which they outline how they triage the complaints and manage the most serious ones right away.

Another topic was on multi-state compacts.  The Board will monitor this as some states move forward with this change and evaluate the pros and cons as information becomes available.


Still another topic discussed at the National Meeting was the fact that physical therapist are now graduating from doctorate level programs.  With this comes the question can a physical therapist call themselves "Doctor" and how does this relate to New Hampshire laws and rules.  The Board will keep this subject on the agenda and discuss the pros and cons of allowing physical therapists who graduate from a doctorate program to call themselves "Doctor".

The Board discussed continuing education relative to a licensee taking a CPR course.  The Board has determined that CPR would be allowed under Phy 406.03 Non-Academic Courses, Seminars, Conferences and Workshops BUT is considered non-clinical because it does not relate directly to the practice of physical therapy.

The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Martha Aguiar to have Laurel Clute give a presentation to the senior physical therapy class at Franklin Pierce College on the topic of licensure.

The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Martha Aguiar to have Laurel Clute give a presentation to the Government Affairs Committee of the New Hampshire Chapter of the APTA on the subject of licensure.

The Board discussed the fact that they cannot determine if a licensee has been active in the profession for those applicants who are reinstating their license when the license has been lapsed for under 70 days.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to have their Administrator draft rules that adds providing the "Work History Form" as part of the documentation for those licensees.
