RESPONSE TO REQUEST FOR ADDITIONAL INFORMATION


The Board requested Ms. Mary E. O’Brien, PT submit evidence of an additional 7.5 hours of continuing education required for reinstatement of her license.  The Board reviewed the response submitted by Ms. O’Brien and voted on a motion from Joseph Shanley with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to accept Ms. O’Briens plan of action and inform her that documentation of the additional hours must be received in the Board’s office no later than September 2, 2015.

LICENSE RENEWAL

The Board reviewed the Supervision Form submitted by Margaret S. Hammer and voted on a motion from Joseph Shanley with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to conditionally renew Ms. Hammer’s license.  Ms. Hammer had been out of the practice of physical therapy by not practicing for 100 hour in each of the preceding 2 years.
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The Board reviewed a letter submitted by Sandra L. Kelsey in which Ms. Kelsey request an extension of the requirement to submit a supervision form by June 30, 2015 in order to renew her license.  The Board voted on a motion from Joseph Shanley with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to deny Ms. Kelsey’s request.  Ms. Kelsey may request to have her license reinstated when she is ready to begin practicing.

Rules:


a.
The Board voted on a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Joseph Shanley to accept the Revised Objection Response for Phy 300 various sections as presented.

Jurisprudence Examination:


a.
The Board discussed allowing individuals to use successful completion of the Jurisprudence Examination as continuing education and defining it as ethics for a total of 1 and ½ hour.  It is the Board’s intent to initiate rulemaking to create a category for the jurisprudence exam that will allow a maximum of 1 and ½ hour per biennium for the examination.  It is anticipated that these rules will be completed by the next renewal cycle.  The Board voted on a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Joseph Shanley to take no action at the present time.

b.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from Jody Krajcik, PTA in which Ms. Krajcik asked the Board why is it necessary to require the jurisprudence examination, if a paper copy can be provided for individuals to take the exam at their leisure, and if the time clock could be removed from the examination.  The Board voted on a motion from Joseph Shanley with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to respond to Ms. Krajcik that it is the Board’s charge to protect the public and in doing so it is important for licensed individuals to understand the rules that govern their profession.  As with any exam it is timed to ensure completion within a reasonable amount of time.  Any individual can request special accommodations before beginning the examination which would allow additional time to complete the examination.

c.
Deborah Fielding, PT provided the Board with an e-mail describing computer difficulties while attempting to take the examination.  The Board voted on a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Joseph Shanley to respond to Ms. Fielding’s e-mail thanking her form making them aware of her difficulties but that the FSBPT administers the examination and she will have to resolve any issues through their offices.

d.
The Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy provided the Board with an overview of exam participation for the month of June.  There are currently 2,377 license Physical Therapists and Physical Therapist Assistants.  Of those licensed individuals 1,658 licensees took the exam and 1,599 licensees passed.  The Board voted on a motion from Joseph Shanley with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to place this information on the web site.

The Board was provided with the draft “Physical Therapy Licensure Compact”.  This was informational.
