Specifically, is a physical therapist, practicing under his/her license, able to break the skin with a needle?  The Board voted with a motion from Nicole Lavoie and seconded by Martha Aguiar to respond to Mr. Colby's e-mail explaining that physical therapists are allowed to do dry needling and that if he needed further clarification the Board would need more specific details on the procedures being performed.
