Rules:


a.
The Board reviewed draft rule changes.  With a motion from Lea Bruch and second by Robert Brunton the Board voted to begin the rule making process.

b.
The Board discussed criminal offender record reports and whether or not 6 years was enough of a look back.  After much discussion the Board determined that in conjunction with the other documents required for licensure 6 years is enough at this time.

Laws:


a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  Sent to interim study.
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b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Sent to interim study.


c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Executive session held February 13, 2012.  Sent to interim study.


d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  Sent to interim study.

e.
SB 407 establishing an office of professional licensure and transferring administrative and clerical operations of certain professional licensing and certification boards to the Office.  Bill was amended which completely changed the title and the text. The Bill now refers to OIT.
7.
FSBPT

a.
The 2012 annual meeting will be held in Indianapolis, Indiana.  The Federation will fund 1 voting delegate, 1 primary alternate delegate, and the Board’s Administrator.  The Board voted with a motion from Robert Brunton and seconded by Lea Bruch to send Ronald Fuller as the delegate, Nicole Lavoie as the alternate delegate, and Tina Kelley the Board’s Administrator.

aPTitude – The Board reviewed the material submitted by the Federation of State Board’s of Physical Therapy with regards to aPTitude a continuing education tracking and verification program.  The Board voted with a motion from Robert Brunton and seconded by Nicole Lavoie to include the link to this program on the Board’s web site.  There will however be a disclaimer that states “this is not a Board sponsored program and to contact the FSBPT should anyone have a problem with the program”.

Dan Fleury, PT asked the Board for the meaning of timely documentation of PT notes, (evaluations, daily notes, and discharge summaries).  The Board voted with a motion from Lea Bruch and seconded by Robert Brunton to refer Mr. Fleury to his specific site for guidance.
