The Board voted with a motion from Jeffrey Reisert and seconded by Michael Quinlan to respond to Mr. Lindquist's e-mail by stating that the law sates if you fall under Certified Pulmonary Function Technician, Registered Pulmonary Function Technologist, or Polysomnographic Technologist the only setting currently allowed by the law for practice is in a diagnostic lab or a research setting.  And that the ability to function in those settings would be determined by the policy of the diagnostic lab or research setting.  The Board will also point out in the e-mail that the current law does not allow Certified Pulmonary Function Technician, Registered Pulmonary Function Technologist, or Polysomnographic Technologist to work independently unless they hold the appropriate state license.
