Rules:


a.
The Board reviewed the re-adoption and amendments to various sections of Resp 400.  On a motion from Sarah Stone with a second by Jeffrey Reisert the Board voted to begin the rule making process.


b.
The Board reviewed the re-adoption and amendments to various sections of Resp 500.  The Board determined the there is a revised code of ethics.  There Administrator will obtain the document and bring it back to the Board at their next meeting.


Laws:


a.
HB 1124 – relative to the membership of the occupational therapy governing board and relative to equipment used in respiratory care practice.  The bill has been referred to Health, Human Services Elderly Affairs. – The Board meet with various members of Durable Medical Equipment companies and steak holders to discuss the language used in the bill.  A draft revision will be provided to the Board for further discussion.

Adam Alvarado, RCP asked the Board if prior to delivering a BiPAP/CPAP to a patient’s home: is the HME allowed to pre-set the pressures, under the guidance of a license Respiratory Therapist in accordance with the physician’s prescription?  Is it permissible for a licensed Respiratory Therapist to instruct a non-licensed individual telephonically on how to set these pressures, contingent upon a follow-up visit by the licensed Respiratory Therapist? And is remote programming allowed?  The Board voted on a motion from Jeffrey Resiert with a second by Douglas Hall to respond to Mr. Alvarado stating that in accordance with Resp 409.01 a Respiratory Care practitioner cannot preset equipment to be delivered by an unlicensed individual and a Respiratory Care Practitioner cannot instruct and assign tasks that require licensure to individuals who are not licensed.  In addition, if a patient resides in the State of New Hampshire remote programming is allowed by a Respiratory Care Practitioner who is licensed in the State of New Hampshire.

Steven Heroux, RCP asked the Board: Can a medical technician do PFT’s.  The Board voted on a motion from Douglas Hall with a second by Sarah Stone to respond that RSA 326-E:1, X states that “….Respiratory care includes the implementation of respiratory care strategies and modalities and the administration of pharmacological, diagnostic, and therapeutic agents necessary to implement a treatment, disease or injury prevention, rehabilitative or diagnostic regimen….”
ADJOURN: on motion by Douglas Hall with a second by Sarah Stone, the motion to adjourn at 11:24 A.M. carried in the affirmative.
