HB 234 – relative to occupational and professional boards and commissions procedures concerning military service and occupational experience or training.  Amendments made to this bill. HB 556 – establishing a committee to study the resolution of barriers to the use of telehealth technology in New Hampshire.  This bill was approved by both the House and Senate.  The Board’s Administrator will continue to follow.

The Board’s Administrator provided a report on a meeting held April 24, 2013 regarding the consolidation of all Board’s to the Philbrook Building.  The Board’s main concern is that the placement of the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals in an open area does address the need for privacy for confidential complaint information, licensee information, etc.
