Budget – The Board reviewed a budget requested by Governor Hassan to show the following:


a.
FY 2014 – 97% of the budgeted amount for FY 2013

FY 2015 – 100% of the budgeted amount for FY 2013

2.
The Board reviewed the “Fast Track” pilot program that was implemented at the September 13, 2014 meeting.  The Board noted that it is working well and there have been no significant problems with the system.  On a motion from Laura Darling, SLP with a second by Keith Belmore, AT the Board voted to take the program out of the pilot phase and approve the program for use until the Board of Directors first meeting in 2014.  Under this motion the Board also voted to review the business rules yearly and grant approval authority to the appropriate staff member.
3.
The Board reviewed the application for renewal and noted on part one of the renewal form under the Yes/No questions it says “Have you during the past 27 months been …..” and that on part two of the renewal form under the Yes/No question is does not put this type of limit.  The Board voted on a motion from Barbara Richardson, Public Member of the OT Board with a second by Rebecca Taylor, RT to add to the Yes/No questions on part two “Have you during the past 27 months or not previously reported”.
4.
The Board reviewed the new continuing education audit forms that are being sent out on January 11, 2013.  They liked the category description page but would like to have rules cited for each item in the future.  The Board’s administrator will begin developing similar category descriptions for other forms used in the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals.

5.
Secure File Exchange Server – All Board members have been notified about getting set up on the Server.  The Board’s administrator will start posting agenda’s, agenda material, and minutes on the Secure File Exchange Servicer starting Friday, January 11, 2013.  This will also save The Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals the cost of postage associated with these tasks and by receiving agenda material ahead of time allow Board Members to be more prepared for meetings.
6.
The Board reviewed the current system for providing rules and laws to applicants for licensure and reinstatement of licensure.  Currently it is costing approximately $5.50 to mail each packet and the Board’s office is sending between 20 and 40 per week.  By having applicants obtain the rules and laws on our web site the cost savings would be significant.  The Board voted on a motion from Keith Belmore, AT with a second by Barbara Richardson, Public Member OT Board to stop sending the rules and laws in the application packets and provide instructions on obtaining them by visiting the Board’s web site.  The instructions will also reiterate the applications responsibility to read and understand these laws and rules.
7.
The Board discussed listing any rule changes made on the individual Board’s web page.  It was determined that this would be helpful to licensees and give them the ability to keep on top of changes made to the rules and laws.  The Board’s Administrator will put this on the list of projects and will report back to the Board at the next regularly scheduled meeting.

8.
The Office of Information Technology is anticipating taking bids for a State wide licensing system.  If bids do go out we could have a new vendor or the current vendor could retain the contract.  The Board’s Administrator attended a meeting on January 8, 2013 in which the Office of Information Technology was soliciting information on what licensing Boards would like to see or need in a new/improved system.  The Board’s Administrator will report any changes at the next regularly scheduled meeting.
9.
The Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals has been approved for 1 new computer.

10.
The Board of Directors was given a list of all Allied Health projects which contained information on where the project was with regards to completion.

11.
The Board voted on a motion from Rebecca Taylor, RT with a second by Keith Belmore, At to schedule the next Board of Directors meeting for May 9, 2013 at 8:00 am.
