1.
Law Change:

a.
HB 2 – The Board reviewed HB 2 which is a trailer to the Budget.  There were 2 sections of interest to the Board:


(1)  RSA 21-G:6-a which describes Electronic Credit Card Payments.  This section appears to allow for the collection of service charges; and


(2)  The issuance of a license or certification to any applicant who has met the requirements for licensure or certification and denying a license or certification to applicants who do not meet the minimum qualifications.  This section has the potential to remove the Boards authority in these matters or create a conflict between the two laws.


b.
The Speech-Language Pathology Governing Board is putting forth a bill to clarify the use of titles.

c.
The Respiratory Care Practitioners Governing Board is putting forth a bill to clarify the delivery of respiratory care equipment.
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d.
The Board reviewed a change in the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals law that would mirror the Board of Medicine’s law and provide the Board with the authority to investigate, fine, and deny licensure to individuals who practice without a license.  The Board voted on a motion from Renee Kleszczynski, AT with a second by Lisa Demers, LGC to have their Administrator seek a sponsor for this law change.


e.
The Board reviewed a change to the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals law that would add certification to the Board’s authority.  The Board voted on a motion from Maureen Heckman, SLP with a second by Lea Bruch, Public Member, PT Board to have their Administrator seek a sponsor for this law change.

f.
The Board reviewed a change to the Office of Licensed Allied law that would remove the physician member from the Occupational Therapy Board and replace it with a licensed occupational therapist.  The Board voted on a motion from Maureen Heckman, SLP with a second by Rebecca Taylor, RT to have their Administrator seek a sponsor for this law change.

2.
The Board reviewed information on the Supreme Court decision against the North Carolina State Board of Dental Examiners regarding and Anti-Trust ruling.  The Board was provided with information that they currently have the Attorney General’s office review all legal matters and that the Board’s adhere to the legal advice so they should not be subject to the ramifications of the decision.
3.
The Board reviewed information about the Next Generation Identification Program (NGI) – Rap Back Services provided by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.  The Board voted on a motion from Lisa Demers, LGC with a second by Maureen Heckman, SLP to table this item until the Board’s next regularly scheduled Board meeting.  This will provide all members to thoroughly review the document and research if any other States are currently using this program.
4.
The Boards were provided with information on the Jurisprudence Examination given to all Physical Therapists.  This was informational.

5.
The Board reviewed the Fiscal Year 2015 Annual Report to the Governor Margaret Wood Hassan.  The Board voted on a motion from Renee Kleszczynski, AT with a second by Wendi Guillette, OT to submit the report to the Governor as amended.

6.
The Board reviewed the Office Project Report.  This was designed to keep the Board of Directors abreast of Office activities.

The Board voted on a motion from Rebecca Taylor, RT with a second by Lisa Demers, LGC to hold the next Board meeting on October 26, 2015 at 8 am.
