Rules:


a.
The Board voted on a motion from Maureen Heckman, SLP with a second by Ronald Fuller, PTA to adopt Ahp 212.03 as presented.


b.
The Board voted on a motion from Maureen Heckman, SLP with a second by Rebecca Taylor, RT to have the Board’s President, Robert Fishwick, RCP, sign the letter certifying that the proof reading has been done when the proof reading is complete.

Laws:


a.
Proposed law changes to give the Speech-Language Pathology Board the same authority for certified individuals as they have for licensed individuals.  Representative Devine has agreed to sponsor the bill and was given a copy to submit.

b.
SB 135 was signed by the Governor on July 24, 2013.  The law became effective July 1, 2013.  The Genetic Counselors Board is now under the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals.  5 nominations for this Board were made by Governor and Counsel.


c.
HB 654 relative to licensure and renewal fees.  This bill pertains to specific Board’s under the consolidation specifically putting the initial licensure fees and renewal fees in the various Board’s law.  Note fees are being reduced.
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d.
HB 326 – The Board of Respiratory Care Practitioners put forth a bill to license polysomnographic technologists.  After 4 years the polysomnographers have determined that they wish to be licensed under a Board specifically for polysomnographers and it appears that the bill is being changed to reflect this desire.  Individuals involved in the development of the revised bill have asked if the Board of Directors of the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals if they would support the addition of this Board to their existing 7 Board structure.  The Board voted on a motion from Ronald Fuller, PTA with a second by Maureen Heckman, SLP to let the individuals involved in the process know that the Board does not oppose the addition of a Polysomnographic Technologist Board becoming part of the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals.

e.
The Board reviewed the titles of 3 LSR’s.  No text available at this time.  The Board’s Administrator will monitor.

Consolidation:


a.
The date for the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals move to the Philbrook Building has been changed to December 13, 2013.

b.
The Board’s Administrator plus two Board of Director members attended the stake holder walk through of the Philbrook Building on October 16, 2013.


c.
The Board met with Jean Barnes and Steven Mosher to obtain information regarding the move to the Philbrook Building and what this moves means for the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals once the office has been re-located.  The Board was assured by Mr. Mosher that this move simply meant that the Office would be co-located with other Board’s in the Philbrook Building and was not being consolidated with other Board’s.  However, if the Board wished to have additional services provided they would be charged a fee for those services.  The Board’s authority will remain as defined in their law.
3.
The Board reviewed the “Memorandum of Understanding Between the NH Department of Health and Human Services and the NH Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals.”  On a motion from Rebecca Taylor, RT with a second by Ronald Fuller, PTA the Board voted to accept as amended.

The Board’s Administrator, Tina Kelley, was part of a panel sponsored by the NH Department of Education to present a workshop titled “State Administrative Rules: Regular Rulemaking.”  Along with Ms. Kelley the panel consisted of:
