QUALIFICATION AND LICENSURE

ATHLETIC TRAINER APPLICATION FOR LICENSURE APPROVED UNDER THE FAST TRACK PROGRAM

The Board reviewed a question from Ben Towne, AT.  Mr. Towne asked if spinal mobilization and dry needling were within the scope of practice of an athletic trainer.  The Board voted on a motion from Scott Roy with a second by Eric Gelinas to respond to Mr. Towne’s question citing RSA 326-G:1, III which provides the athletic trainers scope of practice.  The letter will further state that licensed athletic trainer may use spinal mobilization and dry needling as part of a treatment plan.  The athletic trainer must provide treatment only within the confines of their education and under the direction of their supervising physician.  RSA 326-G:1, III states in part that “Athletic training” means the practice, with respect to injuries or conditions incurred by participants in organized or recreational sports....”
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In addition to the response to Mr. Towne the Board voted on a motion from Scott Roy with a second by Eric Gelinas to ask the Board of Certification for Athletic Trainers and National Athletic Trainers Association if they have any research, opinion documents, or national statistics on this topic.  Scott Roy will request the information from both organizations.

4.
The Board reviewed questions and answers to be put on their web site under “Frequently Asked Questions”.  On a motion from Scott Roy with a second by Eric Gelinas the Board voted to list the questions as follows:

Question:  Can a licensed Athletic Trainer carry and administer Narcan while practicing as an Athletic Trainer?


Answer:  In accordance with the law recently passed by the State of New Hampshire anyone who acts with “good faith and reasonable care” may store or administer the life-saving drug to a person in overdose with no criminal or civil liability.  In addition, the law also exempts any medical professional who administers the drug from criminal or civil liability or disciplinary action by a licensing board.

Question:  Can Athletic Trainers carry non-prescribed Epipens for emergency situations?


Answer:  An Athletic Trainer can administer and Epipen if it is prescribed to an individual by a doctors order.
