The Board determined that the Board’s office will continue to use “GC” as the designation until licensing begins.  Once licensing begins the designation will be “LGC” for Licensed Genetic Counselors and “Provisionally Licensed GC” for those individuals who are granted a provisional license.  Rules will be written to allow those individuals who are licensed through this office to use either “LGC – Licensed Genetic Counselor” or “CGC – Certified Genetic Counselors” after their names.

The Board reviewed draft rules for Gen 300.  Their Administrator will make the changes and bring them back to the March Board meeting for further review.

The Board reviewed draft rules for Gen 400.  The Board will research the similarities and differences between the continuing education required in the draft rules and the continuing education required for their national certification.  The Board members will also review changes made by the American Board of Genetic Counseling to determine what the new procedures are for taking the national exam.  Their Administrator will make all other suggested changes and bring them back to the March meeting for further review.

e.
The rules for Gen 500 still need to be drafted – These rules describe ethical standards.

Laws – HB 1484 – related to newborn DNA sequencing – No updates.  The Board’s Administrator will continue to track.
