ADMINISTRATIVE

4.
The Board met with Robyn Ryan and discussed Animal Physical Therapy.  After the discussion the Board determined that although the Veterinary Board has specific rules related to this topic there may need to be changes to the Physical Therapy Administrative Rules which clarifying certain aspects of physical therapy for those who practice in this specialty. The Board directed their Administrator to gather the following:

· Information contained in the Veterinary Board’s Administrative Rules and Practice Act with regards to this topic;

· Information from other States with regards to how they handle this topic; and

· Any additional information or questions Ms. Ryan may want to submit.


In addition to gathering information the Board’s Administrator will invite those individuals who practice as an Animal Physical Therapist to their next meeting to participate in the discussion.

Elaine Deschambeault, PTA – Ms. Deschambeault asked the Board if an individual would need to hold a license as a massage therapist, OT or PT to treat using the method of soft tissue manipulation taught by “Bowen Work”.  The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to respond to Ms. Deschambeault stating so long as the individual is not calling themselves a physical therapist or physical therapist assistant and is not billing as such the Board has no jurisdiction over Bowen Works method of soft tissue manipulation.  The Board has passed this information to the Massage Therapy Board.
6.
Keith Levesque – Mr. Levesque asked the question can individuals use an electrical stim unit who are not licensed by the physical therapy governing Board.  The Board voted on a motion from Lea Bruch with a second by Nicole Lavoie to respond the Mr. Levesque stating that the Board does not hold sole authority over the electrical stim unit.  A person cannot use the electrical stim unit on an individual and call themselves a physical therapist or physical therapist assistant and cannot bill as such if they are not licensed.  The Board will suggest that if the person is stating that they practice in another regulated profession and using the unit that they check with those professions governing bodies to make sure it is within their scope of practice.

Ronald Fuller, PTA has been re-appointed to the Board as the Physical Therapist Assistant Member.

8.
The Board’s Administrator is moving forward with writing the rules to have the FSBPT administer the jurisprudence exam for initial, reinstatement of licensure, and renewal of licensure.

Pro-Cert:  The Board further discussed Pro-Cert and determined that in order for this to be an effective tool it would need to be implemented in its entirety.  The Board determined that this tool is relatively new and has decided to revisit the use of the tool once there are more continuing education providers having their courses evaluated through Pro-Cert.

aPTitude:  The Physical Therapist Board members used aPTitude to log the continuing education that they have earned.  The Board members find it to be fairly easy to use and liked the idea of having an independent tool to track their continuing education.  The Board’s Administrator will now evaluate how effective a tool it is when using the information submitted to verify the continuing education as it would pertain to an individual who is being audited.

The Board discussed the supervision of physical therapist assistants and what steps the Board can take to make sure these individuals are being properly supervised.  The Board instructed their Administrator to ask other states how they handle the supervision of PTA’s.
