RENEWAL QUESTIONS

The Board reviewed Elizabeth C. Kargacos letter which asked for a determination regarding active in the profession and whether or not the activities outlined in Phy 302.01 could be on a volunteer basis.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by James Bradley to send Ms. Kargacos a letter informing her that she can obtain the status of active in the profession in any of the listed areas on either a paid or volunteer basis.  The Board will also suggest that if she is performing these duties on a volunteer basis she should maintain detailed records of the activities and document the hours.  The Board will also let her know that at the time of renewal all licensees will be required to fill out a "Work History Form".  The letter will let Ms. Kargacos know that the two scenarios outlined in her letter would be considered toward active in the profession.

The Board reviewed the letter submitted by Nancy S. Valilas requesting clarification of the requirement for active in the profession.  The Board voted with a motion from James Bradley and seconded by Martha Aguiar to send Ms. Valias a letter stating that in order to renew a license an applicant must show that they have been active in the profession for 50 hours in 2009 and 100 hours in 2010.  If an applicant has not been active in the profession they would be subject to the rules that apply to her specific situation.

The Board reviewed an e-mail from Charlie Evans, PT regarding continuing education in "Scar Tissue Release Therapy and Active Isolated Stretching Techniques".  He requested a determination by the Board as to whether these types of continuing education courses would be acceptable towards his 2010 renewal.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Laurel Clute to send Mr. Evans an e-mail which states that both the courses would be acceptable clinical hours towards the continuing education requirements.  Laurel Clute will write the e-mail to Mr. Evans.

The Board reviewed an e-mail from Michelle Smith in which Ms. Smith asks a question regarding the requirement for licensure while performing ergonomic assessments and functional capacity evaluations.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Laurel Clute to respond to Ms. Smith the he does not need to be licensed as a physical therapist in New Hampshire to perform these types of evaluations.  The Board does wish to remind Mr. Smith that he can not call himself a physical therapist in New Hampshire without a license.

The Board approved the administrator's decision to hold Zachary Lane's file open for an additional 2 months (November) in order to give him time to return from Iraq and  complete his examination requirement for  licensure.

The Board reviewed a letter from Emily E. Socha, PT in which she describes her dissatisfaction with the rules pertaining to continuing education requirements for new licensees.  The Board voted with a motion from Laurel Clute and seconded by James Bradley to send Ms. Socha a letter explaining that there must be a time line for completing the required continuing education with regards to people licensed within a biennium and the current structure for people to earn the required continuing education credits is as fair as the Board can make the requirement for all involved.  The Board does wish to point out to Mr. Socha that there are many opportunities to earn continuing education credits as outlined in the rules and that she can find some of those opportunities online at no cost.

The Board reviewed the information provided by the FSBPT regarding the board member training being held in Alexandria, Virginia on August 13th, 14th, and 15th of 2010.  No Board members can make it to this year’s meeting.

The Board reviewed the letter from the Administrative Prosecutions Unit describing changes in staff.
