CUE EXTENSION REQUEST

The Board reviewed the request of Sarah S. Woods, PT to extend the date of completion for the continuing education course she took titled “Clinical Examination of the Shoulder” until January 7, 2013.  The Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Martha Aguiar to grant Ms. Woods the extension but inform her that she can not use this course towards her 2014 continuing education requirements.
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ADMINISTRATIVE

Laws:

a.
HB 234 relative to occupational and professional Boards and Commissions procedures concerning military service and occupational experience or training is currently in Subcommittee Work Session.  The next meeting of the committee will be held February 28, 2013.  The Board’s Administrator asked the question what type of education is available to individuals who wish to become physical therapists through the military.  Ronald Fuller described a pathway for physical therapist assistants which would not make them eligible to take the national exam but indicated that he was unaware of any for physical therapists.  Mr. Fuller will provide the Board’s Administrator with this information in writing so that it can be provided to the Subcommittee.

Nicole Hurley, PT asked the question: Are PTA’s allowed to perform joint/spinal mobilizations?  The Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Robert Brunton to respond as follows; Based on the Board’s Administrative Rules there is nothing that precludes PTA’s from performing joint/spinal mobilization.  The Board does however wish to direct her to the APTA’s position as it relates to PTA’s performing peripheral and spinal joint mobilization/manipulation.
10.
The FSBPT is now providing free score reports for 30 days to those individuals who take the National Exam.  The Board’s staff has stopped sending the scores to individuals based on this modification to the FSBPT procedures.
11.
Julia Jason, RN asked the question: Can a PT remove a resident from wall oxygen and apply the resident to portable oxygen, including adjusting the liter flow from wall to portable and at times portable to wall?  Would a PT be able to use a pulse oximeter and determine an oxygen saturation and then adjust/titrate a resident’s oxygen up or down based on how the person is doing during therapy which is based in two parts: can they use a pulse oximeter and can they adjust/titrate oxygen based on an MD order?  The Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Lea Bruch to respond to the e-mail by stating that the Board’s Administrative Rules and Laws do not directly address oxygen administration by a physical therapist or physical therapist assistant but the Board would like to direct you to the APTA’s position “Oxygen Administration During Physical Therapy.
ADJOURN: on a motion by Robert Brunton with a second by Lea Bruch, the motion to adjourn at 4:32 p.m. carried in the affirmative.
