SB 80 - 1/29/09 - establishing a committee to study requiring insurance coverage for services provided by athletic trainers - Enrolled by both House and Senate.



SB 102 - 2/10/09 - Senate - relative to managed care and patient choice - Enrolled by both the House and Senate.



HB 345 - 3/4/09 - allowing physical therapists to practice on animals - Passed by Third Reading Resolution - Enrolled by both the House and Senate

Kelly Elrick, PT submitted a letter to the Board requesting a waiver to the 100 hour rules for the year 2009.  The 100 hours refers to the number of hours a licensee must work to be considered active in the profession.  She stated that since the rule was new and physical therapists and physical therapist assistants were notified approximately half way through the year that the number of hours of 2009 should be prorated.  The Board voted with a motion from Greg Woodsum and seconded by James Bradley that since the notification of the new rule was sent to licensees in June that the number of hours needed in 2009 would be 50 and the number of hours of 2010 would be 100.
