APLICATION REQUEST

Matthew Koelker requested the Board review and approve his application before his California criminal offender record report is received based on the fact that he was currently licensed as an Athletic Trainer in the State of New Hampshire.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to deny his request because the rules are specific with regards to the requirement for the criminal offender record reports and the fact that athletic trainers are not required to obtain them.

RULES:


a.
With a motion from James Bradley and seconded by Martha Aguiar the Board voted to start the rules making process to incorporate by reference the "Code of Ethics for the Physical Therapist" and the "Standards of Ethical Conduct for the Physical Therapist Assistant" as updated by the APTA with an effective date of July 1, 2010.

b.
The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Martha Aguiar to begin the rules making process for the proposed jurisprudence examination as amended.


c.
The subcommittee of the Board which is writing questions to be used on the Jurisprudence Exam will meet right after this Board meeting is concluded.

d.
Laurel Clute proposed sending a letter to the person who does the evening lectures for the APTA in which  the Board would outline acceptable continuing education courses for those physical therapists who are certified through the Veterinary Board to practice animal physical therapy.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to have Laurel Clute write the letter and send it to the parties involved.  Under the same motion the Board voted to put the contents of the letter on its website.

e.
Laurel Clute gave the Board an update on the committee that is drafting rules with regard to the certification (initial and renewal) and disciplinary action of physical therapists who are certified to practice on animals.  The committee has had trouble meeting due to the heavy schedules of those involved but Laurel Clute is on the Veterinary Board’s July meeting agenda.

The Board reviewed information provided by Laurel Clute on the types of checks hospitals are doing with regard to their employee's backgrounds.  Some of these checks are the National Sex Offender Public Website, HHS/OIG list of excluded individuals/entities, GAS list of excluded parties from federal programs, Government Suspect List, and social security card verification.  The Board has directed their Administrator to keep this information on file.

Tina Kelley gave the Board an update of the problem that has occurred with wide spread cheating on the physical therapy national exam.  The FSBPT has stopped testing those individuals who are graduates from schools located in Egypt, India, Pakistan and the Philippines until a new exam can be created.  The FSBPT anticipates this will take approximately 1 year.  The Board further reviewed a letter from Shari Dingle Sandifer, Chief Executive Officer of Avant Healthcare Professionals, LLC located in Florida which opposes the restriction on those individual’s who would be able to take the exam.
7.
Greg Woodsum and Tina Kelley gave the Board an overview of the new procedures for processing of complaints.  Complaints will now be sent to the licensee for response and then both the complaint and response will be brought before the Board for review unless there is the potential for a negative outcome.

8.
Tina Kelley gave the Board an update on where we were with regard to the consolidation of the various Boards.  There has been no progress as of today's date.
