QUALIFICATION AND LICENSURE

1.
PHYSICAL THERAPIST APPLICATIONS FOR REINSTATEMENT

The Board reviewed the request for reconsideration of Martha E. Copeland to have her Physical Therapist license reinstated.  Ms. Copeland submitted additional documentation which she believes shows active in the profession.  The Board notes that Phy 403.05 (a)(2) states that a person who is requesting reinstatement of their license when the license has been inactive for more than 4 years must show that they have been active in the profession as defined in Phy 401.01 for the just preceding 4 years.  At most Ms. Copeland has been active in the profession for no more than 2 preceding years.  The Board voted on a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Nicole Lavoie to inform Ms. Copeland that the Board’s previous decision still stands and she must complete the requirements described in Phy 403.06(b) before the Board will consider issuing her a conditional license.


The Board reviewed the request of Meghan R. Johnson to have her Physical Therapist license reinstated.  The Board voted on a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Nicole Lavoie to request additional information before a decision is made.

The Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to give Ms. Brown until July 13, 2015 to earn 1 additional hour of continuing education and submit evidence of completion.

The Board reviewed proposed changes to Phy 403.06, 405.01, 409.03, and 409.04.  The Board directed their Administrator to make changes and draft additional rule changes.  The proposed rules will be brought back before the Board at their next meeting.

Jurisprudence Examination:


a.
The Board reviewed Maggie Donahue’s e-mail requesting the Board consider giving continuing education hours towards the successful completion of the Jurisprudence Exam.  The Board determined that it would be an acceptable form of continuing education.  The Board voted on a motion from Joseph Shanley with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to have their Administrator draft a rule granting 1.5 non-clinical hours for taking and passing the jurisprudence examination.

b.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from Ellen Duquette in which she expresses her concerns that taking the Jurisprudence Exam assessment module does not benefit individuals receiving physical therapy services and that the money is not being retained by the State of New Hampshire or supporting the State of New Hampshire.  The Board voted on a motion from Joseph Shanley with a second by Nicole Lavoie to respond to Ms. Duquette thanking for her e-mail and explaining that the Board’s role is to protect the public and the Jurisprudence Exam assessment module helps to ensure the competency clinicians regarding their knowledgeable of the New Hampshire rules and laws.  These rules and laws govern the practice of physical therapy in the State of New Hampshire.  In addition, the fee is paid to the Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy (“FSBPT”) because they are the administrators of the assessment module.  The administration of this assessment module is an expensive task and includes development, administration, and continuous maintenance.  The FSBPT supports the State of New Hampshire and its charge to protect the public in numerous ways, the assessment module being one of those ways.

The Board reviewed the draft “Physical Therapy Licensure Compact”.  This document has been forwarded to the Board’s attorney for review.
