Rules:


a.
Changes to Phy 303.07, 304.04, 304.01, 402.02, 402.06, 402.07, 402.09, 402.10, and 403.08 have been sent to the Legislative Budget Assistant to obtain a Fiscal Impact Statement.

7.
The Board reviewed a question from Denise at the Center of Dizziness & Balance. The question was; can a physical therapist Co-Sign on the note for another Physical Therapist and bill under the physical therapist with the provider number?  On a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Martha Aguiar the Board voted to respond to Denise stating that billing practices are totally up to the insurance company.  The Board’s Administrative rule Phy 409.01(b)(8) states: Physical therapist shall: (8) Attest to his or her supervision of the physical therapist assistant by co-signing during each client re-evaluation the physical therapist assistant’s client care progress notes, or, if the progress notes are electronic, stating on the electronic record that he or she has reviewed and approved such progress notes:”

The Board reviewed two question’s asked by Evelyn Laux, PT.  Can a PTA write orders (to be sent to physician for signature, regarding changes in frequency/duration, or to add or discontinue a specific treatment? And Can a PT or PTA perform lymphedema treatment (massage, wrapping) without attending an approved course and being certified?  The Board voted on a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Martha Aguiar to send a letter to Ms. Laux stating that The decision must be made by a Physical Therapist for any changes to the plan of care.  The 
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transcription of those changes to be sent to the physician can be made by anyone.  With regards to the performance of lymphedema treatment a Physical Therapist or Physical Therapist Assistant can perform the treatment so long as they have been trained and can show that they are competent to do so.

The Board talked about the supervision of a student and whether or not it should be considered clinical or non-clinical under the continuing education section of the Board’s rules.  Currently the Phy 406.01(d) states:  “The balance of the contact hours required by (a) above shall relate to general physical therapy practice, including, but not limited to, supervision and consultation skills, curriculum development and trans-disciplinary issues or skills.”  After much discussion the Board voted on a motion from Lea Bruch with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to leave the rules as is.
10.
The Board discussed the number of hours that should be allowable for continuing education pertaining to animal physical therapy.  On a motion from Lea Bruch with a second by Gillian Cavezzali the Board voted to write a rule that allows for continuing education with regards to animal physical therapy.  The rule will limit the total number of hours allowable to 6, of which only 3 can be used under the clinical requirement.

11.
The Board discussed whether or not Physical Therapists were allowed to do Veno Puncture.  The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to add to the “Frequently Asked Questions” portion of their web site the determination that Physical Therapists are not allowed to perform veno puncture.
