Rules:


The Board reviewed revised proposed rules changes and directed their administrator to make additional modifications.  The document will be brought back to the Board in April for final approval.


Laws:  The following is informational.

a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  Referred to interim study.


b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Referred to interim study.


c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Referred to interim study.


d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  Referred to interim study.


e.
SB 407 establishing an office of professional licensure and transferring administrative and clerical operations of certain professional licensing and certification boards to the office.  The hearing on SB 407 was held March 8, 2012.  The Board reviewed the Recommendations and Position Statement submitted to the Senate Subcommittee.

3.
The Board reviewed a question from Jennifer Brooks requesting clarification of the new law regarding practicing animal physical therapy.  The Board voted with a motion from Lea Bruch and second by Martha Aquiar to send the question to their attorney for legal opinion.
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4.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from Kim-Laura Boyle, PT, Profession and Academic Coordinator of Clinical Education at River Valley Community Collage.  In Ms. Boyle’s e-mail she asked questions regarding the role of a PTA in performing re-evaluations. The Board instructed their Administrator to draft a letter stating that the rules are written in the manor they are because different practice settings require different approaches to the re-evaluation.  The approach is dependent on the complexity of the patient, the physical therapist assistant’s skill level, and third party payer reimbursement guidelines (Medicare, Medicaid, managed care, etc.).
5.
The Board reviewed an e-mail requesting a Board member to speak to the NHAPTA evening lecture series regarding practice updates.  The Board has instructed their administrator to obtain the date and time to determine if there is a Board member available.  This information will be brought back to the Board in April.
