Rules:

The Board was given the draft rules changes which would designate the FSBPT as the administrator of the New Hampshire Physical Therapy Governing Board’s jurisprudence exam.  The Board will review the draft rules and discuss at their June meeting.

6.
Marlene Tarshish, PT – Ms. Tarshish asked the question can physical therapists licensed in the State of New Hampshire remove surgical staples.  The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to respond stating that RSA 328-A:2, XI (b) states in part that the practice of physical therapy means that an individual may perform debridement and wound care.  Removal of surgical staples can be performed as part of wound care so long as the individual has been appropriately trained and can demonstrate competency.
7.
Teri Gaston, Director of Special Education SAU 77 sent an e-mail to the Board stating that she was part of a collaborating group of Superintendents in the North Country.  Ms. Gaston stated that PT is a critical shortage area and it has grown increasingly more difficult to find providers.  The group would like to discuss the work of the group and get some feedback from the Board.  On a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Nicole Lavoie the Board voted to invite the group to a future Board meeting and request that they provide more specific information regarding the feedback they are looking for.

Animal Physical Therapy – The Board noted that their law provides a definition under RSA 328-A:2, XV of “Animal physical therapy” but the New Hampshire Veterinary Board’s law  provides criteria for the performance of physical therapy on animals.  The Board has determined that any licensed physical therapist who wishes to practice physical therapy on animals must contact the New Hampshire Veterinary Board to determine criteria for qualification and obtain certification.

PTA Supervision – The Board reviewed information obtained from other States regarding how their rules define the supervision of a PTA.  The Board has determined that no further action will be taken at this time.
10.
The Board was provided with information about continuing education and the definition of clinical hours/non-clinical hours with regards to supervision.  The Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Martha Aguiar to table this discussion until the June meeting.
11.
The Board discussed how to define “Sexual Misconduct” and reviewed the definition provided within their Administrative Rules.  The Board voted on a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Nicole Lavoie to make no changes at this time.

The Board’s Administrator will be providing information regarding the use of APTitude for auditing purposes at a future meeting.
