QUALIFICATION AND LICENSURE

PHYSICAL THERAPIST APPLICATION FOR LICENSURE

· Supervision for 3 months with the supervisor meeting the requirements set forth in Phy 307.03.
· The supervisory period shall meet the periods of time described in Phy 307.04.

· The conditional license will be issued once an acceptable supervision form as described in Phy 307.05 is received in the Board’s office.

· Ms. Schander shall be supervised for the first half of the 3 month supervisory period with “Direct Personal” supervision as defined in Phy 302.04 for 50% of the time and “Direct” supervision as defined in Phy 302.05 for 50% of the time.

· Ms. Schander shall be supervised for the second half of the 3 month supervisory period with “Direct” supervision for 50% of the time and “General” supervision for 50% of the time.

· At the end of the supervisory period Ms. Schander’s supervisor will submit a “Supervisory Approval Letter” as described in Phy 307.07.  This letter will be submitted to the Board within 15 days of the completion of the supervisory period.

d.
Does the Board want to discuss the “Inter-State Compact”?  The Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to inform the FSBPT that New Hampshire will begin procedures to enter into the compact as soon as it is ready.

e.
Martha Aguiar will provide the Board, at their next meeting, with information regarding finger printing of candidates for licensure who are required to obtain criminal offender record reports.
