OUT OF THE PRACTICE

The Board reviewed the application for renewal of licensure submitted by Jennifer Greene, PT and noted that she is renewing under Phy 402.09(a)(1)(a) so the active in the profession requirement did not apply.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to renew her license.

The Board reviewed the application for renewal of licensure submitted by Monique Sherman, PT and noted that although she has been renewing her license she has not been active in the profession for 10 years.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to send Ms. Sherman a letter informing her that she could request a conditional license once she fulfilled the requirements set forth in Phy 402.10(b) or she can let her license lapse and apply for reinstatement based on the rules that apply to her at the time of the request.

The Board reviewed the e-mail submitted by Janet S. Simmons, PT requesting information about renewal and the requirement to be active in the profession.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to send Ms. Simmons a letter stating they could not ascertain from the e-mail she submitted how long she had been out to the practice and to provide her with the appropriate rules with regards to conditional renewal and reinstatement of a lapsed license.

LICENSURE ISSUES

The Board reviewed the application for renewal of Lynne Gollands, PT with regards to inconsistencies in documentation of her legal name.  After reviewing all documentation submitted by Ms. Gollands the Board determined that the legal name to be entered into the database should be "Lynne Carol Reynolds Gollands".  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to issue her license in accordance with these findings.

The Board reviewed the letter from Julia To Dutka, Ed.D, Director of Global Assessment and Professional Services, The International Consultants of Delaware (ICD) requesting approval of ICD as an agency for credential evaluation of foreign-educated applicants.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to send Ms. To Dutka a letter quoting Phy 306.02(b) which states their education must be:


(b)  Determined by one of the following credentials evaluators to be substantially equivalent to a physical therapy education program approved by CAPTE:

(1)  The FCCPT; or

(2)  A private or governmental entity evaluating credentials provided that:

a.  The entity uses as its evaluation tool the version of the FSBPT course work evaluation tool for persons who received their physical therapy education outside the United States which is:

1.  Appropriate for the year of the applicant's graduation from the foreign physical therapy education program; and

2.  Is consistent with the tool used for such year by the foreign credentialing commission on physical therapy;

b.  The credentials evaluator for the entity is trained to use such tool; and

c.  The entity maintains a quality assurance program.

The Board reviewed the question "If the Plan is "d/c physical therapy" and then the PT signs the note that the PTA wrote, is that within the administrative laws?" submitted by Donald Hutchins.  With a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller the Board voted to reply to Mr. Hutchins that Phy 409.01(b) (10) states that a physical therapist shall be responsible for managing all aspects of the physical therapy care of a client, including: establishing the patient's follow up plan of care to include the client's status at discharge, including the client's response to treatment.

The Board reviewed the letter to Jennifer Forkey written by Ronald Fuller and voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Greg Woodsum to send the letter as written.

The Board is deeply saddened by the passing of James Bradley, public member of the Board and publicly acknowledges his numerous contributions to the Board over the past two plus years.
