Sadie Woods, PT asked the Board "If the PTA is asked to provide discharge information by the physical therapist, it could take the form of a verbal report, handwritten report or practicably speaking, a computer based report.  The information would include subjective, objective but also assessment (i.e. goal status) and plan (e.g. HEP) elements.  This leads to the question of whether a PTA could input initial information to a computer-based document, which the PT would then review, edit, file and sign?"  The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Laurel Clute to respond to Ms. Woods e-mail stating the PTA could input the subjective, objective, and assessment for the PT to review but the PT must do the Plan of Care, see Phy 409.02.

Shelly Abeln, PT asked the Board 2 questions.  First, Can PTAs do sharps debridement in your state?  And second, does your state allow PTs to do sharps debridement in the home?  The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Laurel Clute to send a letter to Ms. Abeln stating that the Board's rules do not distinguish the setting in which a physical therapist may perform those things outlined within their scope of practice and to provide her with RSA 328-A:2 XI (b) which states:


"Alleviating impairments, movement dysfunctions, and disabilities by designing and implementing, and modifying interventions that include, but are not limited to therapeutic exercise; training related to movement dysfunctions in self care and in home, community or work integration or reintegration; manual therapy including soft tissue and joint mobilization; therapeutic massage; assistive and adaptive orthotic, prosthetic, protective and supportive devises and equipment related to movement dysfunctions; airway clearance techniques; integumentary protection and repair techniques; debridement and wound care; physical agents or modalities; mechanical and electrotherapeutic modalities; and patient-related instruction."
