The Board reviewed the changes to the ASHA Code of Ethics and with a motion from Dianne Roosen and second by Debra Kaufman instructed their administrator to draft rule changes and bring them back before the Board in May.

The Board reviewed the letter from Kristen Bator, SLP.  The Board noted that there were two issues outlined in the letter.

The first issue was a question with regards to clarification of the rules used to reinstate applicant's license.  The Board voted with a motion from Debra Kaufman and seconded by Dianne Roosen to have Julie Introcaso write a letter to Ms. Bator stating the rules that apply to her reinstatement are the rules that are in effect at the present time and not rules that Board may be drafting.


The second issue that was outlined in Ms. Bator's letter was a complaint against Tina Kelley, Administrator and Traci Weber, Administrative Assistant.  The Board voted with a motion from Julie Introcaso and seconded by Debra Kaufman to refer this complaint to the Board of Directors.  This is the proper forum for addressing complaints against Board staff.

Jack Lynch, Presence TeleCare, LLC sent the Board an e-mail describing his company and the services they provide.  The Board considers this item informational only.

The University of New Hampshire ("UNH") approached Carol Ann McGurk, Chair of the Speech-Language Pathology Governing Board and requested that they hold their August meeting later in the month to accommodate those students graduating from its Speech-Language program.  They felt that this would give UNH graduates the opportunity to become licensed and start practicing at the start of the school year.  The Board voted with a motion from Debra Kaufman and seconded by Linda Hanrahan to move the date of the August meeting to August 16, 2010.  Julie Introcaso opposed.


With a motion from Linda Hanrahan and seconded by Dianne Roosen the Board requested Carol Ann McGurk write a letter to UNH stating that although the Board has changed the meeting date for the August 2010 meeting they consider it the responsibility of UNH to align their schedule for issuing graduates diplomas that would best serve their students.

The Board's administrator gave an overview of the budget cuts being mandated by the Governor.

The Board's administrator outlined the National Practitioner Data Banks reporting requirements.  The office staff have done an in-house audit of all disciplinary action that requires reporting and the Speech-Language Pathology Board is now in full compliance with this federal mandate.
