Ms. Babineau asked the Board what information was required in the fields “Place of Employment Name”, “Place of Employment Mailing Address”, and how she should answer the question “Pursuant to RSA 125:25-C do you have an ownership interest in any diagnostic or therapeutic service(s)  company(ies)?  If you answer "yes" you must attach a list of ALL companies.”  The Board in conjunction with their Administrator explained the following:

1.
The “Place of Employment Name” should be the place in which you work.  For a per diem employee the name of the primary work site(s), for self-employed the name of the primary work site, if an individual is employed by a staffing company the name of the staffing company, if the individual owes their own company the name of the company including individual who have an “LLC”.

The “Place of Employment Mailing Address” should be the mailing address of the location at which the business/company/primary employer is conducting business out of.

If an individual owns a company or business even if it is an “LLC” individuals should be answering “Yes” to question “Pursuant to RSA 125:25-C do you have an ownership interest in any diagnostic or therapeutic service(s)  company(ies)?  If you answer "yes" you must attach a list of ALL companies.”.  This may seem redundant but for individuals who have ownership interest in multiple companies and are not working for those companies it is not redundant.
