Rules: 

a.
The Board reviewed rule changes to Spe 405.01 and Spe 405.07 and voted to add them to the rule changes previously approved for the rule change.


b.
The Board instructed their Administrator to draft rule changes for the following:


1)
New graduates must practice actively for 3 years before they can supervise provisional licensees.



2)
Speech-Language Pathologist Assistants shall use the designation SLA or CSLA after their name.



3)
Criminal Offender Record Report requirement for provisional licensees, initial licensees, and reinstating licensees.
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Laws:


a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  Refer to interim study.


b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Sessions were held June 15th and the 22nd of 2012.  The Subcommittee made a list of professions that did not need licensure.  No health care related professions were on this preliminary list.


c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Executive session held February 13, 2012.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Sessions were held June 15th and the 22nd of 2012.  The Subcommittee made a list of professions that did not need licensure.  No health care related professions were on this preliminary list.


d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Session was held on June 26, 2012.  The Subcommittee voted to move this forward and introduce it at the 2013 Legislative Session.

6.
The Board reviewed the letter to be sent to all Speech-Language Specialists and has asked their Attorney Elyse Alkalay to review and add wording that specifically states that Speech-Language Specialists can not use any of the terms listed in RSA 326-F:8.  The revised letter will be brought back before the Board at their August meeting.
7.
License approvals being performed by administrator– ways to streamline the process – to be brought to the Board of Directors at their meeting scheduled for September 13, 2012.  The Board is in favor of this and the Chair of the Board will convey their opinion to the Board of Directors.

Requiring an e-mail address – by doing this we can send mass mailing to licensees by e-mail and cut the cost of postage - to be brought to the Board of Directors at their meeting scheduled for September 13, 2012.  The Board is in favor of this and the Chair of the Board will convey their opinion to the Board of Directors.
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9.
The Board deliberated on the Hearing held at the June meeting with Debra M. Campbell.  The Board determined that Ms. Campbell violated all allegations cited in the Order on Application Denial.  Julie Introcaso is drafting the order generated from the Hearing and the Board has instructed there administrator to communicate the Ms. Introcaso that the sanctions should be as follows:


1)
Between 8/21/07 and 12/31/07 the Board has no evidence of Ms. Campbell completing 6 hours of continuing education required in the letter dated August 22, 2012.  She must provide evidence of completion of an additional 6 hours between this time period or complete the additional 6 hours after the date of the order.


2)
Between 1/1/08 and 12/31/09 the Board only has evidence of Ms. Campbell completing 20 hours of continuing education.  She must provide evidence of completion of an additional 10 hours between this time period or complete the additional 10 hours after the date of the order.


3)
Between 1/1/10 and 12/31/11 the Board only has evidence of Ms. Campbell completing 26 hours of continuing education.  She must provide evidence of completion of an additional 4 hours between this time period or complete the additional 4 hours after the date of the order.


4)
Any continuing education required in 1 through 3 above that is earned after that date the order is signed can not be used towards her 2013 continuing education requirements.


5)
Ms. Campbell would have been required to renew her license 3 times from the date of original licensure.  For this reason the Board is assessing the renewal fee plus the late fee for each renewal period missed.  The total dollar amount is $660.00.


The Board will bring the draft order to the August meeting for further deliberation and finalization of the Order.
