The Board reviewed the audit material submitted by Jean Calculator, SLP.  The Board noted that Ms. Calculator claimed 35 hours for “Training Required by the Licensee’s Employer”.  The Administrative Rules limit this activity to 2 hours per renewal cycle, see Spe 405.11.  It was further noted that many of the documents were not signed.  The Board voted on a motion from Luann Udell with a second by Laura Darling to request Ms. Calculator review the submission and verify that all hours claimed for this activity are correct and submit evidence of continuing education within the limits prescribed in the Administrative Rules.

The Board reviewed the audit material submitted by Jeanne M. Civiello, SLP.  The Board voted on a motion from Deborah Snow-Major with a second by Robyn Kingsley to request Ms. Civiello provide a syllabus for SRH Direct Instruction Training and Mind Play Program Training.  In addition to the syllabus the Board is requesting Ms. Civiello provide a written explanation of how each course relates to clinical hours.

The Board reviewed the audit material submitted by Marcia McNeil, SLP.  The Board voted on a motion from Robyn Kinsley with a second by Luann Udell to request Ms. McKeil provide a course syllabus and explanation of “Competency plan training – Course 2, 3, 4”.


The Board reviewed the audit material submitted by Amy S. Plante, SLP.  The Board voted on a motion from Luann Udell with a second by Laura Darling to request Ms. Plante submit proper documentation of courses taken at the ASHA convention in 2012 and 2013.
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The Board reviewed the audit material submitted by Joyce Porter, SLP.  The Board voted on a motion from Deborah Snow-Major with a second by Robyn Kingsley to request Ms. Porter provide additional information or clarification on all of the continuing education she claimed.


The Board reviewed the audit material submitted by Kathleen Westwood, SLP.  The Board voted on a motion from Luann Udell with a second by Deborah Snow-Major to request Ms. Westwood explain how the course titled “Donner Party” meets the definition of non-clinical described in Spe 405.01(d).

Rules:


The Board met with Carol S. Duffy, SLP, Lese Horne, SLP, Carol Ann McGurk, SLP all of the Nashua Public School district to discuss the Board’s rule limiting the number of clinical hours that can be obtained through webinars, teleconferences, teleseminars, video lectures and video courses to 50%.  The individuals in attendance expressed their concerns that this rule was far more restrictive than that of their national organization and wanted to know what the Board’s evidence was for making such a ruling.  They further expressed that they are professionals and there was no need to place limits on the number of CEU’s obtained in any one area to professionals because there are very good continuing education courses on-line.  The Board explained that an individual taking all their continuing education through on-line courses and not obtaining continuing education through a variety of formats is a growing problem.  Not meeting with other professionals face to face limits one’s ability to discuss information with others who may have varying opinions and experiences.  This rule only limits 7.5 hour of clinical continuing education.  The remaining hours totaling 22.5 hours can be taken through webinars, teleconferences, teleseminars, video lectures and video courses.
