a.
HB 222 - Relative to administrative rules which contain a fee increase, allowing political subdivisions to object to a proposed rule, and eliminating certain statutory provisions granting general rulemaking authority.  The Bill affects the Physical Therapy Governing Board by repealing RSA 328-A:4, VII which says:
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"Regulating any other matter necessary for the administration of this chapter and the board's duties and responsibilities under RSA 328-F"



Information submitted as requested relative to the PT Board's rules giving blanket authority.  Voted Ought to Pass with Amendment.


b.
HB 446 - Repealing the authority for regulation of certain professional occupations.  The Bill is attempting to eliminate licensing of the Athletic Trainers Governing Board and the Recreational Therapy Governing Board.  There have been 2 drafts.  The latest draft makes licensure for the 2 Allied Health Boards affected voluntary.  Voted 9 - 8 Ought to Pass with Amendment.

c.
HB 624 - Relative to the rulemaking authority of state agencies to establish or increase fees and costs.  Voted Ought to Pass with Amendment.


d.
Allied Health Professionals law change could not be submitted to the House for 2011.  The Board's Administrator will follow-up with Sharon Nichols, RT to find out where the submission is in the process.
2.
Jean Barns, the Board's Financial Advisor, met with them at 8:30 am.  Ms. Barns gave the Board an update on the consolidation plans.  Ms. Barns also explained to the Board that the money budgeted in the consolidation budget for the FY 2011 was a one time amount.  This was due to a clerical error and is rectified in all future Board budgets.

The Board reviewed an e-mail supplied by Mark Vernon of the Office of Information Technology.  The e-mail was in response to a question asked by the Board which was "Are there any alternatives to taking credit cards which would allow the Board to move forward with on-line licensing?"  The answer was that MyLicense is no set up to integrate with a third party shopping cart type application.  My License has the ability to be configured for electronic check but the State is not set up to do electronic checks at this time.  There is the potential that this may be added in the future but that is a future enhancement with no date is forcast at this time.
