Rules:

a.
The Board voted with a motion from Dianne Roosen, SLP and seconded by Andrea Lemire St. Onge, AT to adopt Ahp 301.02.


b.
The Board reviewed Senate Bill 440 which was submitted to the Board by Trudy Mott-Smith.  Each individual Board will review their current rules.  Most have already put into place provisions for licensees who are in active military duty.

c.
The Board discussed the 400 section of all the rules which have to do with ethics.
2.
Personal Training Certifications was discussed and the Board is going to keep an eye on any issues that could arise from this new certification.  The Athletic Trainers Governing Board is going to do some research on how they might be able to get state certification under the athletic trainer's umbrella laws and rules.
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3.
New Hampshire Professionals Health Program - The Board voted with a motion from Dianne Roosen, SLP and seconded by Sharon Nichols, CTRS/L to approach the New Hampshire Professionals Health Program with the proposal of them providing services on a "Fee for Service" basis rather than a yearly lump sum payment.  The Board of Directors does not feel that the 6 Boards combined would utilize the program enough to justify a lump sum payment.  The Board of Directors counsel will be consulted to make sure this would work when imposing sanctions on a licensee.
4.
The Board of Directors is going to try to coordinate an in-service for all Board members.  This in-service would cover the legal aspects of being a Board member.  The Board's counsel Elyse Alkalay, will be asked to, give a presentation on topics such as ex parte communication, holding a hearing, recusals, etc.
5.
Dianne Roosen from the Speech-Language Pathology Governing Board gave the Board of Directors an overview of a problem they are having with regards to changes to their practice act.
6.
The next Board of Directors meeting is tentatively being scheduled for the same day as the Board's in-service.  Date to be announced.
