Laws:


a.
HB 222 - Relative to administrative rules which contain a fee increase, allowing political subdivisions to object to a proposed rule, and eliminating certain statutory provisions granting general rulemaking authority.  The Bill affects the Physical Therapy Governing Board by repealing RSA 328-A:4, VII which says:



"Regulating any other matter necessary for the administration of this chapter and the board's duties and responsibilities under RSA 328-F"
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Although it appears that the PT Board does not rely on this law to implement any of its rules there is no way to know if it law would be necessary in the future.


a.
HB 446 - Repealing the authority for regulation of certain professional occupations.  The Bill is attempting to eliminate licensing of the Athletic Trainers Governing Board and the Recreational Therapy Governing Board.  This Bill has been retained in committee.


c.
HB 624 - Relative to the rulemaking authority of state agencies to establish or increase fees and costs.  This Bill has been retained in committee and a subcommittee work session was held 6/2/11.


d.
HB 630 - requiring state agencies, boards, and commissions to submit a report to the senate and house finance committees concerning the need for fee increases or new fees.  This Bill was voted Inexpedient to Legislate.

3.
The Board reviewed a letter submitted by David Rowell from the Criminal History Unit with the State of New York.  This letter stated that NY does a fingerprint based criminal background check and not a name based background check.  For this reason they request that we accept the Criminal History Report without all aliases listed.  The Board voted with a motion from Kerri Lafond, AT and seconded by Debra Kaufman, SLP to send Mr. Rowell a letter stating that the requirement is that the criminal offender record reports are done in all aliases but if a State does not provide the names on the criminal offender record report the Board accepts a copy of the application as proof it was submitted listing all aliases.
4.
The Board of Directors President, Robert Fishwick, RCP, signed the agreement to provide services for employment and training, payroll, and leave and attendance with the Department of Health and Human Services for FY 12.

The Board reviewed the proposed budget for FY 12 and 13.
