ADMINISTRATIVE

1.
Law - The following are being tracked by the Board’s Administrator:  Informational

a.
Proposed law changes to give the Speech-Language Pathology Board the same authority for certified individuals as they have for licensed individuals.  I provided a copy to Representative Devine who will sponsor the bill.  Representative Devine never submitted the proposed bill.

b.
HB 326 – The Board of Respiratory Care Practitioners put forth a bill to license polysomnographic technologists.  After 4 years the polysomnographers have determined that they wish to be licensed under a Board specifically for polysomnographers and it appears that the bill is being changed to reflect this desire.  This bill was sent back to interim study.


c.
HB 234 – relative to occupational ad professional boards and commissions procedures concerning military service and occupational experience or training.  Senate voted Ought to pass with amendment.
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d.
HB 469 – relative to time limits for certain regulatory boards and commissions to hold hearings on disciplinary proceedings, and establishing a statute of limitations for initiation of disciplinary actions against an occupational licensee.  Introduced and referred to Senate Executive Departments and Administration.

e.
HB 658 – relative to registration for medical technicians.  The Bill is going to Executive Session on March 18, 2014.


f.
HB 1368 – relative to inquiries into criminal records on employment applications.  House voted ought to pass with amendment.


g.
HB 1484 – relative to newborn DNA sequencing.  Voted interim study in the House Executive Session.

2.
FY 16-17 Budget:


a.
The Board can now put money into class 80 – out of State Travel – between $1500 and $3000 will be allowable depending on what is collected for revenue.


b.
The Board’s Administrator will begin to look at the cost of the audit for credit cards.  It is reported that those costs are going down.


c.
The Board’s Administrator will be provided with rent costs for the Philbrook Building in the near future.

The Board’s Administrator provided the Board with a list of all office projects currently in the process of being completed or to be worked on in the near future.
