ADMINISTRATIVE

1.
Deborah Robinson from the State Suicide Prevention Committee appeared before the Board and requested each profession add suicide prevention training as a requirement under continuing education.  Ms. Robinson suggested each Board consider 3 hours per biennium.  The Board of Directors requested Ms. Robinson provide a list of courses that are available with the mode of delivery and cost of each course, proposed language, and definitions for prevention and post-prevention.  Once this information is received it will be brought before each Board for their consideration.

The Board voted on a motion from Wendi Guillette, OT with a second by Lisa Demers, LGC to have Richard Mozier, RCP as the President of the Board of Directors and Maureen Heckman, SLP as the Vice President for 2015.

Law Change:
a. HB 2 – The Board reviewed the Governor’s Budget and HB 2 which is a trailer to the Budget.  The Board was provided with general information from their Administrator on what the new Department of Professional Licensing would look like.  The Board’s Administrator will keep them informed as updated information is received.

The Board was provided with a copy of a Memo sent by Ronald Fuller, PTA, and 2014 President to Jean Barnes regarding the submission of bills to shared services.  This was informational.
5.
The Board was provided with information on obtaining criminal offender record reports from the FBI.  The Board voted on a motion from Lisa Demers, LGC with a second by Maureen Heckman, SLP to table discussion until the next meeting when additional information can be presented.

6.
The Board discussed problems being experienced by all the individual Board regarding the investigation of complaints.  Specifically, the Administrative Prosecutions Unit is requiring a recused Board member for all cases.  Wendi Guillette, OT suggested that when a Board member was recused from a case a member of the Board of Directors from another Board could sit and hear argument and participate in the decision making process.  The Board’s Administrator will discuss this possibility with Board Attorney to see if this would be allowed under the law.
7.
The Board’s Administrator, Tina Kelley, Provided the Board with a list of projects that is currently being worked on.  Of significance is on-line renewals, investigative/disciplinary tracking system, and the Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy taking over the administration of the PT jurisprudence exam.

The Board of Directors requested their Administrator bring an example of the Jurisprudence Exam currently being administered by the Physical Therapy Board to the next Board of Directors meeting.

The Board voted on a motion from Maureen Heckman, SLP with a second by Lisa Demers, LGC to hold the next meeting July 27, 2015 at 8 am.
