The Board voted to approve the minutes of January 10, 2013 on a motion from Maureen Heckman, SLP with a seconded by Wendi Guillette, OT.

PUBLIC MINUTES

1.
The Board reviewed the “Fast Track” licensure program with regards to any issues that may or may not be occurring.  The Board finds this program to be very successful.
2.
The Board reviewed the use of the Secure File Exchange Server.  The Board finds that it is sometimes difficult to maneuver but hopes that it will get better as individuals become more comfortable with the system.  The Board does however like the fact that they can now review documents before the meeting.

3.
Under each Board’s web page is a tab called “Rule Changes”.  As each Board completes a set of rule changes the changes will be listed on this section of their Web Page.  The Occupational Therapy Governing Board was the first to have a set completed and all changes are listed.  Speech-Language Pathology Governing Board has just completed a set and they will be added very soon.

4.
The Board reviewed suggested rules changes for Ahp 212.03 and Ahp 301.02.  On a motion from Wendi Guillette, OT with a second by Maureen Heckman, SLP the Board voted to begin the rule making process.

5.
The Board reviewed the charge for letters of verification with regards to someone holding 2 licenses under one Board, i.e. PT/PTA, OT/OTA, SLP/SLA.  The Board determined that if an individual holds two licenses, even if it is under the same Board, they must pay for verification for each license.
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6.
Money saving initiatives are paying off:

a.
Copying – The Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals has reduced the cost of paper considerably.  Between January 1st and April 30th only 48 reams (4 cases) of paper were purchased.  Previously 108 reams (9 cases) were being purchased every three months.

b.
Postage – The Board reviewed the cost of postage for each month between July, 2012 and April 2013.  It was noted that since instituting certain procedures, beginning in March, to reduce the amount of information mailed and average of 325 dollars has been saved each month.  A chart of FY 2013 and FY 2014 will be kept to ensure that the Office is moving in the right direction.

c.
Budget is looking good – The Office is not anticipating the need to transfer money from one account to another but if it is needed there was $5,999.08 in class 020 at the end April 30, 2013.

7.
Consolidation:

a.
The Board’s Administrator provided the Board outlining the information provided at a meeting on April 24, 2013 with Jean Barnes and Mary Belecz.  At this meeting Board Chair’s and Administrators were provided the opportunity to view the floor plans of the Philbrook Building and ask questions.  Wendi Guilette , OT Board Chair and Maureen Heckman, SLP Board Chair attended the meeting with Tina Kelley, Administrator.  The full Board agrees with the main concern with regards to confidentiality.

b.
On May 7, 2013 Jean Barnes provided a copy of the floor plans.  The Board reviewed these plans and noted that their Administrator and Staff were located in a large room.  This room contains 14 support staff and 2 administrators.  They further noted that there are 2 offices dedicated to retired, part time employees coming from Health and Human Services, 5 offices are dedicated to files, and at least 3 offices dedicated to secretarial staff.  The Board finds this unacceptable and will request a meeting with Mary Belecz to address their concerns.


c.
The Board reviewed a draft letter to be sent to Governor and Counsel with regards to the floor plan.  This letter will be sent if no progress can be made with Mary Belecz.


d.
The Board reviewed the dates provided by Mary Belecz with regards to the move to the Philbrook Building.  The dates provided were November 11th through the 15th.  The Respiratory Care Practitioners Governing Board meets that week.  Information will be brought to their next Board meeting so that they can change the date of their meeting.

8.
Tina Kelley, the Board’s Administrator will be receiving a new computer within the next week.
9.
The Board reviewed the Office Project Report and noted significant progress in many areas.

10.
The Board will choose a date as soon as the rules process begins so that they can schedule the meeting within in the time frame required by the rule making process.
