The following criteria will apply:

· The rules change will reflect that the person be given an option as to whether or not he or she wishes to receive notifications by e-mail or postal service.

Budget:

The Board reviewed the FY 14 & 15 Projected Unrestricted Revenue and the FY 14 & 15 Budget and voted on a motion from Debra Kaufman, SLP with a second from Ronald Fuller, PTA to accept the documents as presented.  The Board further believes that the dollar amount for rent must be reflected in their budget.

Consolidation:


a.
The Board reviewed the document which showed the square footage, rent per square foot, and total cost to the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals at the Anna Philbrook Center.

The Board reviewed a document titled “Agency Budget Worksheet, New Consolidated Boards”.  Although the Board understands class “028 Transfers To General Services” includes the rent for all Board’s and Commissions they have not received an explanation for the other figures included in the rest of this Budget.  Further there has been no explanation of how an individual Board is linked to a dollar amount.

The Board reviewed a letter sent to Steve Mosher and Jean Barns asking for an explanation as to why Jean Barns approved time for Board staff.  To date no explanation has been received.  The Board directed their Administrator to wait until after budgets were complete to make further inquiries.

6.
The Board reviewed an article titled “Could better oversight help prevent future hepatitis outbreaks?”  This article referred to the David Kwiatkowski case and was informational.
7.
The Board reviewed the 2012 Annual Report to the Governor and Executive Council.  On a motion from Debra Kaufman, SLP with a second from Rebecca Taylor, RT the Board voted to accept the report as amended.
8.
The Board reviewed a proposal from their Administrator to create a “Fast Track” licensure process.  On a motion from Roberta Anne Daw, OTA with a second from Ronald Fuller, PTA the Board voted to pilot this program for 6 months.  The Board of Directors will review the results of the program at their meeting in June (date to be determined).  Once the results of the process have been reviewed the Board will make a decision whether or not to continue on a more permanent basis.

9.
The Board reviewed a letter from Cheryl McGuire, OT who complained about the licensure process.  The Board noted this complaint was mainly about her legal name and that the Occupational Therapy Board had already addressed her concerns.  This was informational.
10.
The Board reviewed the Office Project Report and noted that progress is being made in all areas listed on the report.

The Board voted on a motion from Rebecca Taylor, RT with a second from Keith Belmore, AT to schedule the next Board of Directors meeting for January 10, 2013 at 8 am.
