QUALIFICATION AND LICENSURE

ATHLETIC TRAINER APPLICATIONS FOR LICENSURE APPROVED UNDER THE FAST TRACK PROGRAM

Hearing on Ath 302.02, 302.04, 302.05, 303.01, 402.01, 402.04, 403.02, 403.03, 403.04, 406.03, and 406.10 to be held September 19, 2013 at 8:15 am.

Ashley Leighton Question:  RSA 326-G:1 states “under the direction of a physician licensed in any state or Canada”.  Can the AT practice under the direction of a chiropractor?  The statute lists the scope of practice for chiropractors as “including the diagnosing and locating of misaligned or displaced vertebrae and, through manual manipulation and adjustment of the spine and other skeletal structures, treating disorders of the human body.  The scope of practice does not include the use of drugs or surgery, or the practice of osteopathy, obstetrics, or any other branch of medicine.  The Board voted on a motion from George Tosatti with a second by Douglas Moran to inform Ms. Leighton that a chiropractor is not considered a physician under the statutes.
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3.
Erin Hagedorn, AT – Question regarding “cupping massage”.  The Board voted on a motion from George Tosatti with a second from Douglas Moran to reply via e-mail to Ms. Hagedorn’s question by stating:
“III.
“”Athletic training” means the practice, with respect to injuries or conditions incurred by participants in organized or recreational sports, of:

(a)  Prevention;

(b) Assessment and evaluation;

(c) Acute care, management, treatment and disposition;

(d) Rehabilitation and reconditioning; and

(e) Education, counseling and program administration,”

Specifically cupping would fall under (d) of the statute. Athletic Trainers can perform cupping massage if they have the proper training to do so.  Anyone who is licensed as an Athletic Training must be under the direction of a physician licensed in any state or in Canada.

5.
Criminal Offender Record Reports must be received in all aliases.  Is it acceptable to the Board if the report is done using finger prints without listing all aliases?  The Board determined that a criminal offender record report must be provided under all aliases no matter how it is performed.

6.
Ath 302.04 (d) states “Unless the information sought is available only on a website, an official letter of verification sent directly to the board from every jurisdiction which has issued a license or other authorization to practice stating whether:”  Does this mean just as an athletic trainer or any health related license?  The Board determined that a criminal offender report is required for any health related license.
