
Readopt with amendment Ath 501.02, effective 3-1-08 (Doc #9100), to read as follows:

	Ath 501.02  [Obligation to Observe Ethical Principles.] Ethical Standards for Athletic Trainers.  [Licensees shall observe the following ethical principles:]

	[(a)  Licensees shall respect the rights, welfare and dignity of all individuals they encounter in the course of their practice.

	(b)  Licensees shall not discriminate against any legally protected class. 

	(c)  Licensees shall provide competent care consistent with both the requirements and the limitations of their profession.

	(d)  Licensees shall preserve the confidentiality of privileged information and shall not release such information to a third party not involved in the person’s care unless the person consents to such release or release is permitted or required by law. 

	(e)  Licensees shall report illegal or unethical practice pertaining to athletic training to the board.

	(f)  Licensees shall:

(1)  Not engage in substance abuse; and

(2)  If necessary, seek rehabilitation for chemical dependency.

	(g)  Licensees shall not misrepresent in any manner, either directly or indirectly, their skills, training, professional credentials, identity or services.

	(h)  Licensees shall provide only those services:

(1)  For which they are qualified by education or experience; and

(2)  Which are within the definition of athletic training set forth in RSA 326-G:1, III.

	(i)  Licensees shall provide services, make referrals, and seek compensation only for those services that are necessary.

	(j)  Licensees who have the responsibility for employing, supervising or evaluating the performance of other members of a staff shall fulfill such responsibility in a fair and equitable manner, on the basis of clearly enunciated criteria.

	(k)  Licensees shall not engage in any form of conduct that constitutes a conflict of interest.

	(l)  Licensees shall not place financial gain above the welfare of the person being treated, and shall not participate in any arrangement that exploits the client.

	(m)  Licensees shall seek remuneration for their services only when it is commensurate with their services.

	(n)  Licensees shall not use their positions as athletic trainers:

(1)  To improperly influence the outcome or score of an athletic contest or event; or

(2)  In connection with any gambling activity.]

	(a)  Athletic trainers shall comply with the National Association of Athletic Trainers’ (NATA) Code of Ethics issued on September 28, 2015 Except as modified in (b) below.

	(b)  Modifications to the NATA Code of Ethics shall be as follows:

		(1)  Replace the word “Members” with the word “Licensees” throughout the entire document.
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
