The Board discussed the requirement for criminal offender record reports with the attendees.  Concern was expressed with regards to clearer information on obtaining criminal offender record reports for the states of Arizona and California.  Both states require a licensee to go through the FBI to obtain a report.  The Board showed the participants changes that had been initiated based on prior concerns expressed.  Specifically to the cover letter sent with application packets and the Board’s web site.  Additional changes will be made to both based on further concerns.  All participants requested a definition of the Board’s interpretation of “Residence”.  The Board’s Administrator will speak with legal council regarding the definition of residence.  Once the definition, with regards to obtaining a criminal offender record report, has been written it will be placed on both the cover letter and the web site.

The Board reviewed the AOTA revised document letter and determined that this pertained to the National Association and was purely informational.

Ashley LaRochelle, OT asked a the question about the types of services that can be provided to a child attending school in New Hampshire but receiving services by an OT in Maine.  The Board voted with a motion from Carol Lewis and second by Wendi Guillette to send a letter stating that the Board determined that it is not permissible for a Maine OT to treat a child in New Hampshire by entering the State but it is permissible to have the teacher complete the sensory profile on the needs of the child and submit the profile to an OT in Maine.  The Maine OT may then report their observations of the child’s performance and make recommendations.
