CONTINUING EDUCATON AUDIT

Marisa B. Granger, OT – The Board reviewed a letter to be sent to Ms. Granger stating that they will accept the course “Cardiopulmonary 103 – 104” dated January 21, 2012 as evidence of completion of the 2011 continuing education audit.  The letter further states that Ms. Granger can not use this course towards the continuing education for the biennium ending 2013.  The Board voted with a motion from Barbara Richardson and second by Maris Wofsy to send the letter as written.

Lucine A. Melton, OTA – Ms. Melton appeared before the Board and presented documentation showing that on December 29, 2011 she earned the continuing education courses in question. a.
At 10:37 a.m. the Board opened the public hearing for Occ 305.09 and Occ 305.11.  The Hearing was closed at 11:40 a.m.  No members of the public were present.


b.
The Board reviewed suggested rule changes to Occ 211.03 and Occ 302.04(j) and re-adoption of Occ 305.01 and Occ 502.02.  With a motion from Barbara Richardson and second by Maris Wofsy the Board voted to begin the rule making process.

Laws:

a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  Refer to interim study.


b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Refer to interim study.


c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Executive session held February 13, 2012.  Refer to interim study.


d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  Refer to interim study.

e.
SB 407 establishing an office of professional licensure and transferring administrative and clerical operations of certain professional licensing and certification boards to the Office.  The amended text of this bill deleted the original bill and inserted a bill that changes the OIT laws.
