Various Bills: FYI


SB 80 - 1/29/09 - establishing a committee to study requiring insurance coverage for services provided by athletic trainers - Signed by the Governor on 7/16/09.  The wording of this bill got changed in the process.  The Physical Therapy Governing Board and the Veterinary Board will re-form the subcommittee to decide if they wish to put forth a new bill at the next legislative session or to work with the present laws.  


SB 102 - 2/10/09 - Senate - relative to managed care and patient choice - Signed by the Governor on 7/16/09. FYI


HB 345 - 3/4/09 - The Board voted with a motion from James Bradley and seconded by Greg Woodsum to have Laurel Clute work on this subcommittee on behalf of the Board.



Allowing physical therapists to practice on animals - Passed by Third Reading Resolution - Enrolled by both the House and Senate. FYI

Eric D. Campbell, PT sent a letter to the Board regarding his position at Dartmouth-Hitchcock Medical Center and if his role would be considered "Active in the Profession".  After careful review the Board determined that his position with the "Clinical Transformation Team" would be considered active in the profession because under Phy 302.01 his position would be considered "a physical therapy consultant"  The Board voted with a motion from Greg Woodsum and seconded by Ronald Fuller to send Mr. Campbell a letter to this effect.

Nancy Vailas sent a letter to the Board stating that even though she maintained a license in the State of New Hampshire she had not practiced Physical Therapy in nine years.  She wanted to know what she would need to do to maintain her license with regards to the recent rule which requires a licensee renewing their license to have been active in the profession.  The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Ruller and seconded by Greg Woodsum to send Ms. Vailas a letter directing her to Phy 402.10 (b) which applies to those licensees wishing to renew their license who have not been active in the profession for as long as 6 or more years preceding their renewal applications.

The Board reviewed the Attorney General’s decision on manipulation and voted with a motion from James Bradley and seconded by Greg Woodsum to put the following statement on the Board's web site:


"The State of New Hampshire, through the Physical Therapy Governing Board, can regulate its licensees and its licensees' performance of spinal manipulation to protect the public health, safety and welfare in accordance with the purpose of RSA Title 30.  To conclude, spinal manipulation performed by a New Hampshire licensed physical therapist does not constitute unlicensed chiropractic practice."
