Jurisprudence Examination:


a.
The Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy provided the Board with an overview of exam participation for the month of July.  There are currently 2,377 licensed Physical Therapists and Physical Therapist Assistants.  Of those licensed individuals 1,932 licensees took the exam in June and July.

b.
Jody Krajcik, PTA attended the Board meeting and at 2:30 was given 15 minutes to present information with regard to her request that the Board provide her with an open book untimed test.  The Board explained to Ms. Krajcik that this was a standardized test and that all licensees are given the test in a standardized format.  The Board advised Ms. Krajcik to review the available accommodations if she required additional time.

The Board discussed the draft “Physical Therapy Licensure Compact”.  Nicole Lavoie provided the Board with an overview of discussions about the Compact that occurred at the FSBPT Leadership Meeting.  Nicole recommends that the Board introduce legislation in the 2016 Legislative session, that the APTA be invited to a future meeting to discuss the Compact, and that additional legislation be introduced in 2016 that would give the Board authority to investigate and discipline unlicensed individuals who practice in this State without a license.

The Board reviewed the Analysis of Competencies for Dry Needling by Physical Therapists written by Human Resources Research Organization who prepared this document for the Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy.  This document was informational.
