Rules:


a.
A hearing on Phy 212.03, Phy 306.04, Phy 402.04, Phy 403.02Phy 403.04, Phy 403.08, Phy 406.01, Phy 406.06, Phy 406.20, Phy 407.06, and Phy 407.20 was commenced at 2:00 pm.  The hearing was closed at 2:32 pm.  No members of the public were present.

Laws:
The following proposed legislation was reported to the Board as informational.  The Board’s 


administrator will continue to monitor.

a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  Refer to interim study.


b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Sessions were held June 15th and 22nd of 2012.  The Subcommittee made a list of professions that did not need licensure.  No health care related professions were on this preliminary list.


c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Executive session held February 13, 2012.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Sessions were held June 15th and 22nd of 2012.  The Subcommittee made a list of professions that did not need licensure.  No health care related professions were on this preliminary list.
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d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Session was held on June 26, 2012.  The Subcommittee voted to move this forward and introduce it at the 2013 Legislative Session.

5.
The Board discussed a proposal that would allow the administrator to approve applications for licensure that strictly conformed to the Board’s administrative rules.  This would streamline the process and license individuals with applications and supporting documents that ware in full compliance with the Board’s Administrative Rules.  On a motion from Robert Brunton with a second by Nicole Lavoie the Board voted to have the Chair of the Board report to the Allied Health Board of Directors that they were in favor of a pilot program to determine if this would work on a full time basis.
6.
The Board reviewed a suggestion by the Administrator that all licensees be required to provide an e-mail address.  In the long term this could reduce the cost of postage.  The Board voted on a motion from Robert Brunton with a second by Nicole Lavoie to have the chair report to the Allied Health Board of Directors that we should start requiring all licenses to provide this information.  The Board wishes to communicate the following:

· E-mail addresses should be kept confidential

· Before e-mails are used for a large scale notification there needs to be a determination if everyone has one.

· Should there be a question on the application: “Do you wish to be notified by e-mail or regular mail?”

7.
The Board reviewed a question posted on the FSBPT web site:  For your jurisdiction, is it within a PT’s scope to utilize (sharp) debridement?  The Board’s Administrator will respond that it is within the scope of practice, refer to RSA 328-A: 2 IX (b).

8.
The Board reviewed the Agenda for the 2012 Annual Meeting & Delegate Assembly to be held September 20, 2012 through September 22, 2012.  They noted that there are many portions of the meeting that allow an attendee to choose from 3 areas of focus.  To ensure that as much material is covered during the meeting the Board members determined who would go to which program topic.
9.
Robert Brunton shared with the Board information from the Board Member Administrator Training provided by the FSBPT.  The following is a list of the topics:

· Communication Protocol – to be brought to the Board of Directors

· Insurance rider for Board Members through their home owner policies.  This would help protect a Board Member if they were sued for their work on the Board.

· Board Members receiving agendas before the Board meeting so that they can be prepared to discuss at the meeting.  The Board’s Administrator will look into secure web sites to post the Agenda in order to save money on paper and postage.
