A rules hearing began at 1:45 p.m. for  Phy 304.02, Phy 304.04, Phy 307.02, Phy 401.02, Phy 401.03, Phy 402.04, Phy 403.01, Phy 403.02, Phy 403.04, Phy 404.02, Phy 406.01, Phy 406.17, Phy 406.18, Phy 406.19, 407.17, Phy 407.18, and Phy 410.03.  The hearing was closed at 2:25.  No members of the public were present.

Marta Robins, RN, Nurse Case manager with New Hampshire Auto Dealers Association asked the Board several questions.

a)
Does a PT have to co-sign all PTA notes?  Phy 409.01(b)(2) states: The physical therapist shall provide the initial evaluation of the client, including a written identification of the client's: a. precautions; b. Special problems; c. Contraindications; d. Anticipated progress; and e. a plan for re-evaluation at least every 60 days.  Phy 409.01(b)(8) further states that the physical therapist will attest to his or her supervision of the physical therapist assistant by co-signing, during each client re-evaluation the physical therapist assistant's client care progress notes, or, if the progress notes are electronic, stating on the electronic record that he or she has reviewed and approved such progress notes.

b.
If a PTA is providing services to a client when the PT is on vacation or out of the building should the PT be signing the documentation of services?  Phy 409.02 (a) and (b) states: a physical therapist assistant shall be responsible for: (a) Interventions and tasks appropriate to the plan of care when they have been delegated to him or her by a physical therapist; and (b) Making a written or electronic record of his or her services.


c.
Are PTs and PTAs allowed to do "dry needling"?  A PT or PTA can do "dry needling" if they have been trained to do so.

The Board reviewed information submitted by Sue Dumore, PT regarding Dover Yoga Studio and the services provided under Rasamaya ® Structural Therapy.  After review of all related material the Board determined that as with all professions there is some overlap with regards to tools used from physical therapy.  The Board determined that they are not stating they are physical therapists and that it appears from the information they are not violating the laws and rules of the Board.
