
	Phy 403.08  Supporting Materials.  The materials supporting the reinstatement application shall be:

	(a)  A recent passport size, 2" x 2", original head shot photograph; 

	(b)  On a separate sheet, a detailed report of the relevant circumstances if any of the answers to the "yes-no" questions on the confidential part of the application form is in the affirmative;

	(c)  On a separate sheet, a detailed report of the relevant circumstances if any of the answers to the "yes-no" questions on the non-confidential part of the application form is in the affirmative;

	(d)  A completed work history form provided by the board;

	(e)  An original, not a photocopy, of a criminal offender record report: 

(1)  Issued by each state where the applicant has resided or been licensed within the past 6 years, providing that such state will:

a.  Send the report to the board; or

b.  To the applicant for forwarding to the board;

(2)  Covering the applicant under his or her name and any aliases; and

(3)  Dated within the 6 months preceding the application for licensure;

	(f)  Unless the information sought is available only on a website, an official letter of verification sent directly to the board from every state which has issued the applicant a license or other authorization to practice physical therapy since the lapse of the New Hampshire license, stating:

(1)  Whether the license or other authorization is or was, during its period of validity, in good standing; and

(2)  Whether any disciplinary action was taken against the license or other authorization to practice; 

	(g)  A written statement that the reinstatement applicant has not engaged in physical therapy in New Hampshire on a volunteer or paid basis since the date that his or her license ceased to be valid;

	(h)  If applicable to the reinstatement applicant, proof in accordance with Phy 407 of having completed any requirement for maintenance of continuing competence left uncompleted at the time the license lapsed;

	(i)  If the reinstatement applicant re-took and passed the national examination in order to meet the requirement in Phy 403.06(b)(1), the applicant's examination scores sent directly to the board by FSBPT;

	(j)  If the reinstatement applicant took and passed the general practice version of the practice review tool in order to meet the requirement in Phy 403.06(b)(2), a photocopy of the confirmatory document received from FSBPT;

	(k)  If the reinstatement applicant is eligible for conditional reinstatement, the completed supervision form described in Phy 404.05; and

	[(l)  Original, not photocopied, letters of reference meeting the requirements of Phy 403.09 and written by 2 professional colleagues who are:

(1)  Not related in any of the following ways to the licensee:

a.  Spouse or civil union partner;

b.  Parent, step-parent, parent-in-law or step-parent-in-law;

c.  Natural, foster or adopted child or stepchild; or

d.  Sibling, brother-in-law or sister-in-law;

(2)  Familiar with the applicant's character, professional competence and skills in physical therapy; and

(3)  Licensed or certified in any state to practice at least one of the following professions:

a.  Physical therapy;

b.  Occupational therapy;

c.  Registered nursing;

d.  Medicine;

e.  Speech-language pathology; or

f.  Education; and]
