HB 326 - Polysomnographer – “relative to the licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners”.  Retained in committee.  The Board discussed the outcome of the Subcommittee meeting, the information provided at the meeting, and how to address the information presented.  The Board has directed their Administrator to work with the Board’s Attorney to draft changes to the proposed law change and bring them back to the Board for discussion.  Once this process is complete all interested parties will be invited to a regularly scheduled Board meeting to provide comments and any additional suggestions.

b.
HB 234 – relative to occupational and professional boards and commissions procedures concerning military service and occupational experience or training.  This bill voted ought to pass with amendment.  The Board is satisfied with the amendments made to the original bill and has instructed their Administrator to continue to monitor.
