The proposed rule changes have not been put into the process as of today’s date due to Administrator’s schedule.

The Board reviewed an e-mail from Victoria Chesterly, SLP the question “If someone has a bachelor’s degree in communication disorders, do they need to show that they have 100 hours of supervised practice therapy or is the bachelor’s degree sufficient for certification?”  The Board voted on a motion from Deborah Snow-Major with a second by Luann Udell to reply to Ms. Chesterly stating that Spe 603.01(a)(1) includes all information regarding the requirements for an individual to obtain a Certificate from this office as a Speech-Language Assistant.  This rule describes both the required degree and who the program must be accredited by.
3.
The Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals has been receiving numerous calls from Speech-Language Pathologists licensed in the State of NH describing information they have been provided.  The information that is being communicated is that the New Hampshire rules now require Speech-Language Pathologists to take a 10 hour course in supervision or face ethics violations.  The Board wishes to make it clear to all individuals licensed in this State that this is not a requirement to obtain licensure or for license renewal.  The Board suggests that individuals being 
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provided with this information contact the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association (ASHA) to find out what the actual requirements are.  The Board would also suggest that individuals look for ASHA’s position paper which is available on their web site.
