GENERAL

The Board reviewed an e-mail from Maura Morrison.  In this e-mail Ms. Morrison asks two questions.  First “if ASHA considers my 4-year B.A. in English from Keene State College to be equivalent or in excess of the 2-year Associate’s in General Studies from Granite State College required for certification through ASHA.”  Second if the “B.A. or B.S. from a New Hampshire four-year institution would exceed the requirements of the associates degree and why not?”  The Board voted with a motion from Maureen Heckman and second by Laura Darling to respond to Ms. Morrison’s as follows.  To the first question the Board will refer Ms. Morrison to ASHA and to the second question to Board will refer Ms. Morrison back to Granite State College and if they can’t answer her question to the New Hampshire Board of Education.

Laws:


a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  The Board considers this informational.

b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  The Board considers this informational at this time.

c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  The Board reviewed this Bill and a position statement signed by Robert Fishwick, RCP, Chair of the Board of Directors be submitted to the Executive Department and Administration.  With a motion from Laura Darling and second from Maureen Heckman the Board voted to endorse this position statement.

d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  The board considers this informational
